Visit 2:  Marvelous Me

Students will be able to:

· Understand the special skills and talents that make them individually unique,

· Understand how their skills, talents and interests can lead to possible careers, and

· Understand that knowing ones’ values is the basis for positive decision-making and begins the career exploration process.

Visit 3:  My Choices

Students will be able to:

· Understand that they are making decisions every day, and 

· Understand that there are both positive and negative consequences with decision making.

Visit 4:  My Future

Students will be able to:

· Describe the difference between short and long-term goals,

· Develop short and long-term goals pertinent to their lives,

· Explain that goal setting is a process that can be used for fulfilling dreams, and

· Explain that dreams can be achieved with education and positive life choices.

Visit 5:  My Career

Students will be able to:

· Understand the difference between a job and a career, 

· Understand that completing middle school, high school, and advanced education (college or trade school) are requirements for successful career futures, and

· State a career interest based on their skills and talents.

Visit 6:  My Education, Wrap Up and Certificate Presentation

Students will be able to:

· Understand that middle school and high school are the first steps to attending college,

· Understand that college is an option in life,

· Explore the relationship between education, goals and successful futures.

· Answer questions about their future using the knowledge they have gained, and

· Celebrate their success in completing the program.
