· Understand the difference between short and long-term goals and identify examples of each,
· Identify a dream they have for their lives, understand they can achieve anything with education and positive life choices, and
· Understand that setting goals is the process for fulfilling their dreams.

Visit 5:  My Career
Students will be able to:
· Develop a career interest based on their skills and talents, and
· Understand the difference between a job and a career.
Visit 6:  My Education - Get Ready for High School
Students will be able to:
· Understand that middle school and high school are the first steps to attending college,
· Understand that college is an option for everyone in life, and
· Explore the relationship between education, goals and successful futures.
Visit 7:  My Education - Get Ready for College

Students will be able to:
· Learn key aspects of applying to college,
· Learn what they can do to improve their chances of getting into college,
· Learn what a college looks for in a prospective student,
· Become familiar with a college application, and
· Learn about scholarship and grant opportunities.
Visit 8:  My Education - Get into College

· Pull together the objectives, goals and learning of The Role Model Program, and
· Create a planning tool for the future.
