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The Role Model Program Preliminary Meeting Checklist

Collaboration between the teacher and the Role Model equals greater student success in understanding and enjoying the principles of the “Dare to Dream©” curriculum. Use this cheat sheet to help build the relationship.
· Talk about The Role Model Program

· Make sure that you understand each others expectations of the program.
· Set your visit dates.
· Discuss the “Dare to Dream©” curriculum
· Discuss the goals of each visit and decide which exercises will best convey the message.
· Share ideas on how to reach the students.  Don’t be afraid to get creative.  As long as the message corresponds with the visit goals and is teacher approved, you have free reign.

· Make sure the curriculum is at an appropriate reading level for the classroom.  Curriculum 1 is always available for middle and elementary school students.
· Explore the possibility of tying lesson goals together. For example – if you are visiting a science class, you can focus career exploration on science jobs.

· Classroom Rules / Management

· The teacher is expected to stay in the classroom and maintain classroom order at all times. If things get out of hand, the teacher must control the classroom.
· Go over the rules of the classroom. Discuss ways to quiet the class down.

· Students who need special attention

· Discuss the students who may need special attention and how to accommodate their needs in each lesson.  It’s important to know which students need a little extra encouragement.
· Repeat Students

· Ask the teacher how many, if any, students have been through this program before.
· Incentives and Props

· Many Role Model Volunteers bring incentives such as candy, toys and art supplies to their Role Model classrooms.  They also may bring props.  Be sure you talk about what is okay to bring and what isn’t.        

· Homework 

· Discuss how to handle the assignment and collection of homework.  

· Talk about the best way to remember the students names (whether they have prepared name tags or need to make them, etc.).
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
